Letter from Russell
Dear members and friends,


Great potential.

Over these past few weeks I have met several of the applicants for the post of Parish Minister as they have looked to gain some background to the charge.  It has been very good indeed to be able to speak to them about the congregation with its many people of great character, commitment and talent and the exciting potential of this city centre parish and ministry.  I have been equally clear that we are very much a work in progress following on from union with all the adjustments involved and also in the longer term process of working through the issues of Interim Ministry started two years ago.  I am able to stress that people have shown determination and grace to effect some very difficult changes.  The challenge is not just to a new minister but also for all the people involved in St Andrew’s and St George’s West to build on the work of the past year.

I have very much appreciated Alan’s involvement with us in sharing the ministry over these months in leading services, visiting and advice to Kirk Session.   We had previously worked closely together in the committees of Glasgow Presbytery and I knew that I could work well with Alan and that his approach and gifts would complement mine.  
Alan’s last Sunday with us will be on 12th September after which he has a few weeks’ holiday before beginning his first full placement as Interim Minister.   I am sure that you will share my appreciation of The Ministries Council which agreed to Alan being placed with us over these months.  We wish Alan well in his new appointment which should be confirmed on Sunday 12th September.

Interim Moderator and Locum Minister

My time with you on a weekly basis comes to an end at the end of September after which I will continue to serve as Interim Moderator until the Induction of a new minister.   Presbytery were keen to know that there should be as much continuity as possible in the affairs of the congregation given the significant changes over the past year and an advantage in my position as Regional Interim Minister in The Lothians and Edinburgh is that I am not moving home and can continue to serve.   
I will have a period of 5 weeks Study Leave before my next placement and will be available during that period for all matters of congregational business.

Kirk Session will confirm the appointment of the Locum Minister at a meeting on Sunday 29th August and I hope that the Locum will be introduced in church on the last Sunday of September.   
The duties of Locum involve leading worship, visiting and conducting funeral services and will involve a maximum of two days in the week in addition to leading Sunday Services.

September Services and Place of Worship

Services in September will be at Shandwick Place.   This will bring to an end the period of worshipping in the two buildings on alternate months.  I believe that this has been a very good arrangement which has allowed people to appreciate the traditions of the two congregations coming into union.   

The plans to redecorate at George Street, with new lighting, sound system and projection had been put on hold in order to consider the union and the Kirk Session anticipate a return to worshipping in Shandwick Place for a period of months if there is to be upgrading work carried out at George Street.   During this period it will be appropriate to properly celebrate the church building and its tradition before a final leave-taking.

It’s not quite “Goodbye” from him but it’s definitely “hello” from me 


I welcome this opportunity to introduce myself as Chairman of Edinburgh City Centre Churches Together in succession to Russell McLarty.
Let me first pay tribute to Russell’s achievements in this ambitious attempt to create a new ecumenical partnership. The future of the three congregations lies in working more closely together while retaining their distinctive identities.  From his position as Interim Minster at St Andrew’s and St George’s West (STAGW), he has given unstintingly of his time, his negotiating talents and his experience combined with his skills in the art of storytelling. This has released a new spirit of mutual trust and forbearance among the Trustees and the Clergy with which we can do great things. So, we say a hearty thank you to Russell and wish him everything that is good for the remainder of his career in the ministry. Russell will continue as a Trustee while he is Interim Moderator of STAGW.
My own background is more conventional in that I have been an elder in St Cuthbert’s for almost 40 years and, like a number of others prominent in constituent Churches, I was once a mandarin in St Andrew’s House.  I spent a lively year in 1972 – 3 as Chairman of the committee which ran the Corner Stone Coffee House as an outreach project of the Council of West End Churches, whose meetings I attended. It was through the Corner Stone that I met my wife, Irene. Later I chaired the CWEC/WECT Christian Aid Group and spent four fascinating years on Christian Aid’s governing body for Britain and Ireland. 
I remain an unrepentant enthusiast for the ecumenical partnership in which I believe we should do together those things which can best be done at TOGETHER level, mainly outreach to the community on our doorsteps from the homeless at our gates to directors in their board rooms. Other examples of outreach are, Christian Aid fundraising events, the Night Shelters for the Homeless, the Story telling events plus activities under the banners of “Creative Space” and the Festival of Spirituality and Peace. 
The Trustees’ role is to take decisions, allocate resources and plan ahead and not in any way to influence the worship and management of the three congregations. Nor should we become involved in the Pastoral Care of their members which is best left to the constituent Churches to pursue. We will, however, continue to promote joint services and other occasions in which we can join together for prayer, study and worship.

None of this work has so far been particularly visible but it should become more so with the arrival in post of our part time co-ordinator, Joe Evans, who is a member of St Andrew’s and St George’s West. Thanks to the kindness of that congregation, Joe has the use of an office in the George Street building and can currently be contacted on 0131 225 5921. 

He will act mainly as a central link between the various TOGETHER projects, between the congregations, and with the local community; finding common ground and trying to help us to find better ways of working together. By meetings in person as well as communicating through the magazines and the internet, he hopes to find new resources which we didn’t know we had and use the resources we already have in more productive and innovative ways. 

So to those who wonder when is TOGETHER going to start in earnest, I say that we are already in business and are currently moving on the publicity, Homeless and Christian Aid fronts. 
Progress has been slower on other items such as Communications through a quarterly magazine, now due in November, a Workplace Chaplain for the shops and offices and Street Angels/Pastors for the club scene.
I hope this gives you some feel for what TOGETHER is doing. We can only succeed with the support of individual members of the Churches and I will keep you informed of developments. Joe and I plan to meet as many of you as we can during the remainder of this year.

As I made my way down to the basement my eye was caught by a glimpse of subtle-blue velour and there it was, nestling in the corner of the stair. The one-time St George’s West pulpit sofa: having checked with those who know such things to be sure that is the proper furnishing terminology!

Contrast again with our homegrown Bill Shaw – forsaker of the law – in clinically reasoned expositions, to many foreshadowing his future rise to theological eminence.

Murdo
 himself was generous in making his pulpit available to guest preachers and student assistants alike, quite apart from the fact that his couple of months’ break in the summer gave the congregation an opportunity to hear other clerical views. All these were occupants of the sofa at one time or another!!!

If the old sofa could speak what tales it would tell of what some term as “the glory days” of communal wholehearted worship in a packed church in which it was indeed a privilege to participate. 

Relegated now to its basement situation it is still performing at a lower level its intended function giving a resting place to many bottoms whose owners pass through our portals daily and especially at Festival Time, enjoying a few moments’ relaxation – just as much in God’s service, surely, as offering comfort to the eminent?

A nostalgic backward look and a wee stroll down memory lane helps keep reminiscence alive, but time moves inexorably on, and we – often in spite of ourselves – must move with it. 

Just like the old sofa!

The Cracked Pot

A water-bearer in India has two large pots; one hung on each end of a pole which he carried across his neck.  One of the pots had a crack in it, while the other pot was perfect and always delivered a full portion of water at the end of the long walk from the stream to the master’s house.  The cracked pot arrived only half full.  

For a full two years this went on daily, with the bearer delivering only one and a half pots full of water in his master’s house.  Of course, the perfect pot was proud of its accomplishments, perfect to the end for which it was made.  But the poor cracked pot was ashamed of its own imperfection, and miserable that it was able to accomplish only half of what it had been made to do.

After two years of what it perceived to be a bitter failure, it spoke to the water-bearer one day by the stream.  “I am ashamed of myself, and I want to apologise to you.”

“Why?” asked the bearer.  “What are you ashamed of?”

“I have been able, for these past two years, to deliver only half my load because this crack in my side causes water to leak out all the way back to your master’s house.  Because of my flaws, you have to do all of this work, and you don’t get full value from your efforts.”

The water-bearer felt sorry for the old cracked pot, and in his compassion he said, “As we return to the master’s house, I want you to notice the beautiful flowers along the path.”

Indeed, as they went up the hill, the old cracked pot took notice of the sun warming the beautiful wild flowers on the side of the path, and this cheered it somewhat.  But at the end of the trail, it still felt bad because it had leaked out half its load, and so again the pot apologised to the bearer for its failure.

The bearer said to the pot, “Did you notice that there were flowers only on your side of your path, but not on the other pot’s side?  That’s because I have always known about your flaw, and I took advantage of it.  I planted flower seeds on your side of the path, and every day while we have walked back from the stream, you’ve watered them.  For two years I have been able to pick these beautiful flowers to decorate my master’s table.  Without you being just the way you are, he would not have this beauty to grace his house.”

Each of us has our own unique flaws. 
We are all cracked pots.  
But if we allow it, our flaws are used to grace life’s table. 
In God’s great economy, nothing goes to waste.  
Don’t be afraid of your flaws.  
Acknowledge them, and you too can be the cause of beauty.  Know that in our weakness we find our strength.

� Revd Prof Murdo Ewan Macdonald (1914 - 2004) 


Prof Macdonald was educated in the village school in Drinishader, Harris and from there he received bursaries to Tarbert and Kingussie Schools and gone on to St Andrews University.  He was inducted to the Ministry in 1939, received a call up to the Armed Forces in 1940 and after a spell as chaplain to the Queen’s Own Highlanders in the Caribbean, he volunteered for the 1st Parachute Brigade.  He was captured by German forces and imprisoned for the remainder of the war. After the war he received a call to Partick and from there to St George’s West where his preaching and personality had a profound effect on young people, particularly students.  In 1964 he became Professor of Practical Theology at Glasgow University. Murdo Ewen brought a radical zeal and Celtic eloquence to his ministry and was always robust in his projection of Christianity and left-wing political beliefs.
